Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

It is Pentecost Sunday! A year ago we
celebrated this birthday of the Church
from our homes. But thankfully not
today, for we see that Jesus actually
demanded that the apostles stay to-
gether in Jerusalem and await the
coming of the Holy Spirit. There is a
power to gathering and staying to-
gether. In part, because Jesus com-
mands it of us each Sunday in the
Mass. This is hopefully what we realize
as we slowly make our way back to
normal church life. Virtual faith is no
substitute for a living faith in person
and in the pew on Sunday.

Time passes on quite quickly. On Tues-
day, June 1, is my 8th anniversary of
priestly ordination. | still remember
the heavy heat that hung over Sacra-
mento that day. They had the air con-
ditioning on at full blast but the Cathe-
dral still felt like a furnace. My seven
classmates and | were somewhat
oblivious to it though, as three hours
quickly sped by, and we found our-
selves outside in the early afternoon
sunlight amazed at what had just tak-
en place. A personal Pentecost per-
haps. | only remember the heat be-
cause | saw so many friends and pa-
rishioners drenched in sweat. | guess
they felt the flames too! It was a day

of grace for many and really just the
beginning for my brothers and I.

We were eight in my ordination class.
This year of 2021, we will not be or-
daining anyone to the priesthood in
the Diocese of Sacramento. We still
have a couple priests retiring as well
as one current pastor on hospice. We
have seven seminarians altogether.
We need to beg the Lord for His mercy
and that He might send us more young
men who will answer the call to be-
come priests. Our diocese has long
relied on men who were born in other
countries. The first priests to our Dio-
cese were a motley crew, though over
the years it was the Irish that most
populated the crowd. More recently,
we have had good men come and be
ordained from Mexico and the Philip-
pines as well as different parts of Afri-
ca and Poland. Of my seven class-
mates, five were born in the Philip-
pines and two in Mexico. | say all this
because our vocations crisis is not
new. We have long asked men to
leave home and country for distant
shores to serve here in Sacramento.
Even as there are close to one million
Catholics throughout our Diocese, few
natives have answered the call to
priesthood. Perhaps it is a sign that
the whole of Catholic faith here is still
weak or immature, as there is a seri-
ousness required with a call to priest-

hood as with religious life. Whatever it
is, how much more we must pray.

This week we have some seminarians,
along with Fr. Memo, the Vocations
Director for the Diocese of Sacramen-
to, visiting with our youth. They will be
here on Wednesday, May 26, for the
last day of Confirmation class. They
too need our prayers.

On Tuesday, June 1, following the 6
PM Mass there will be a small gather-
ing in thanksgiving for eight years of
priesthood. You are welcome to come.
Bringing something to eat is not re-
quired. If you would like more infor-
mation contact Shirley Blancett at
shirleyblancett@yahoo.com. But
please pray for me as well that | might
be a holy priest and a less selfish one
at that.
